 In Performing Arts, students are encouraged to explore a range of skills and activities whilst studying Music, Dance and Drama. Good communication, teamwork and creativity are key to success in this area.


Many transferable skills are learnt and developed in Performing Arts. These include independent learning, group work, confidence, vocal projection and performing skills.
Students can go on to study Performing Arts at Sixth Form or college and then on to degree level. A qualification in Performing Arts can support many careers, especially those that involve public speaking and forward-facing work.
